Application Procedure for Participation in ECP:
· Application on ASF prescribed format along with the required documents must be submitted to by 31-March-2010.

· ASF shall assess applications and notify the short-listed applicants accordingly. 

· If required, further information will be sought followed by an interview / visit.

· All short-listed applicants will be required to complete all formalities pertaining to submission of a formal application for registration to CBI. ASF shall collect all documents and forward the same to the Commercial Wing of the Pakistan Embassy in Netherlands.

· All participants will be required to pay Euro 1,000/- as non-refundable registration fee to CBI (upon final selection). This cost will be shared by ASF upto 50% on reimbursable basis.
· Further procedure will take place as per the document ‘CBI Project Document’ uploaded on our website www.asf.org.pk 

ASF Financial Support for ECP:
ASF provides matching grant funding facilities to people in the agribusiness sector by sharing upto 50% of the intangible cost of projects. Similarly, for ECP, ASF shall share upto 50% of intangible costs incurred at any stage of the complete program, with all applicants finally selected by the CBI. Separate procedure will have to be followed by selected applicants in this regard. 
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
